The warehouse of the future will
be smaller and designed to store
smaller quantities of a larger, more
diverse array of products and yet
operating with faster throughput and
turnaround times. In keeping with
the desire for more traceability,
scanning equipment to track items
and verify their authenticity will
become more commonplace.

Overall, these are very interesting
times for warehouse operations
management and customers will
have many challenges to overcome.
